At the age of 21, she started her own printing press and
published a literary journal.

So, she
gave up her successful Press and founded several organizations & initiatives like ‘OYSS Women’ and
‘Honor of Women National Campaign’ with the focus of educating girls and creating awareness for
women empowerment.

For almost 40 years, she has continued to work tirelessly for the betterment of women — not just in her
State, but other States and across India, influencing State and National policies as well. In an interview
she said, “I didn’t start doing this work to get awards, but to get recognized that yes, | am doing
something impactful.
