Milkha Singh, also known as “The Flying Sikh”, is one of India’s most legendary athletes. His journey to
greatness began with a deep passion for running, and through pure dedication and hard work, he became a
symbol of hope and inspiration for the country.

At the 1960 Olympics in Rome, Milkha Singh came very close to winning a medal in the 400m race. He had
performed strongly in the qualifying round, quarterfinals, and semi-finals, and was seen as one of the favorites
going into the final. Milkha started the race with incredible speed and was in a great position, but a small
misjudgment saw him slow down slightly before the final bend. That tiny pause cost him dearly—he finished
just 0.1 seconds behind the bronze medalist.

Even though Milkha Singh missed out on an Olympic medal, he set a national record that lasted nearly 40
years. With gold medals at the Asian Games and as India’s first Commonwealth Games champion, his legacy
goes far beyond one race. After retiring, he continued to serve sports as Punjab’s Director of Sports. His story
of determination and resilience still inspires athletes across India today.
